Using a unique quadruple distillation process, this leaves a clear 
distinctive zesty gin. A company steeped in history. This is the Ex-
port Strength version.

The original base for the gin martini. Still hand crafted in the origi-
nal Victorian copper-pot stills at England’s oldest working gin dis-
tillery. Consistently used in the Savoy cocktail book. 
 
 

Lemon Grass Gin, 40%  3.30 6.60 8.60 
Infused at World Service by compressing fresh Lemon Grass and 
Gin together. This adds a distinctly vibrant edge. Great with tonic, 
perfect in a martini! 
  

Xoriguer, Mahon, Menorca, 38% 3.80  7.60 9.60 
(prounounced sho-ri-goir) Produced from wine must. Tradition is 
paramount & techniques are still adhered to from the first produc-
tion. Herbaceous and delicious. 
 

Martin Millers, London , 40%  3.90  7.80  9.80 
A floral and citrus nose inspires the mind to expect a smooth herba-
ceous, juniper and citrus taste. An unexpected smattering of violet 
with plenty of dryness. 
 

Hendricks, Scotland, 41.4% 4.00 8.00 10.00 
As well as the usual juniper, coriander and citrus peel, rose petals 
and cucumber set it apart creating a unique and unexpected flavour.
